Over 350 international visitors to Hong Kong were also able to enjoy a
night at the Hong Kong Races and a trip to the Carnival at the Harbour
Front, were treated to the Lion Dance at the Club, as well as being a
significant presence at the Coffee Shop and Sportsman’s Bar over the
days of the event.
